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LANDMax Labeler V3.1  INSTRUCTIONS TC \l1 "
LANDMax Labeler V3.1 was created as an option over the direct PDF mailing label feature available from our online system. It provides the user the capability to download and create mailing labels from any search, along with some enhanced features such as the ‘contact list’ which creates a nice tracking list of labels sent.   

LANDMax Labeler V3.1  can be downloaded from www.landmaxdata.com (Products/Downloads & Installations) or provided on CD-ROM.

Installation Instructions :
- 
You must first either download the LANDMaxLABV3 program,  or have us provide it to you on CD-ROM

- 
Remember what folder you downloaded/copied the LANDMaxLABV3 
- 
Once within that folder or from the CD, double left click on LANDMaxLABV3 file

- 
This will prompt you through a series of screens. First click the ‘UNZIP’ button. After the “files unzipped successfully”, click ‘OK’. Now click on the small red X to close out that window

- 
From within Windows Explorer, to make certain the new folder C:\LANDLABV3 appears, you will want to go to the top and click on VIEW, then REFRESH 

-      Left click on the LANDLABV3 folder and within it you will find a ‘Workstation Setup’ folder. Double click on that and you will find the RT7Install file which needs to be doubled clicked on to complete the installation (NEXT, INSTALL, FINISH).
- 
Within the C:\LANDLABV3 folder you will see several folders and files. Find the separate file named landlab (its 1,267 KB and looks like a file cabinet with folders). Right click on it, then left click on SEND TO, and left click on DESKTOP. This will send a shortcut out to your Desktop Menu.

- 
Like any shortcut, from your desktop you can right click on it and RENAME it, if you choose 
DOWNLOADING A LABEL FILE FROM LANDMAX  
- 
Do your search within LANDMAX and select the properties for which you want to create labels

- 
At the “How do you wish to use this data?” screen, go to option 3 (Download) and click at the Data Base (*.DBF ) format.  On the next screen (Select File Fields for Download), click and choose the Select ALL box in the upper left (LANDMax Labeler will automatically convert the entire file). Now click at the Continue Download button on the bottom.

- 
A file will automatically be generated with a long name followed by .dbf .  Right click at this file, then left click at ‘Save Target As’ or ‘Save Link As’. A ‘Save As’ window will come up. At the top there will be a ‘Save In :’ which already has a pre-determined default folder listed. You can change this path if you wish. We recommend you click on the drop down arrow at the right of the box and re-route the download to the C:\LANDLABV3\downloads folder 
-      At the bottom of the screen at ‘File name:’ you will see the pre-named file. At this point you can change the file name, is you wish. Either way, give the file a name you’ll remember

-     Then at ‘Save as type:’ make certain the file format is Database file, if not, use                                                                 the drop down arrow and choose the Database File format


-     Finally, click the Save button to the right (remember the file name and folder it                          went to).

-     At the ‘Download complete’ window, click on Close. Once the file has been downloaded, you will be sent back to the Download Screen. From here you may click the “HOME” or “BACK” button.

TO PRINT LABELS with LANDMax Labeler V3.1 TC \l1 "
- 
Bring your new LANDMax Labeler V3.1 program up by clicking at the Desktop icon you now have. This will execute the program.

- 
Choose the Import LandMax File button. Hopefully, you remembered where you had recently sent the label file you wish to use! You will be asked to ‘Look In:’ a folder. Find the correct folder, then left click on the file you had created, then click OK. Say “yes” when asked if you “Are sure you want to import”...

- 
To verify the files has been found, you will now see a spreadsheet grid of the file pop up on the screen, left click on the “X” to the top right corner within this window/box to get rid of it.   

- 
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Back at the LANDMax labeler V3.1, you have an option to Print ‘Current Owner/Resident’ instead of Owner Name on Labels. This gives you the option to address the label with the heading of ‘Current Owner/Resident’, rather than the automatic default  which would be the actual owner name we currently have on our database (ex; John Smith…) . After you have made your decision, click at the PRINT LABELS button. A ‘Print Preview’ box will come up, click on the printer symbol. This should send the labels to your printer. They are set up to create the standard 3 columns of 10, or 30 labels per page

As a tracking benefit, you will see the ‘Print Contact List’ button . This will provide you a reference list containing the name, address, phone number, and a notes area of the labels you have created.
